
Book Presentation 5 havo
This year you will give a book presentation about two books you have read as part of your School Exam.  The 15-20-minute presentation (MAX!) will be in English and you will receive a mark for your speaking skills. 
You are allowed to choose the books yourself but your teacher has to approve of your choice. A book can only be presented once during the course of this school year (to one group). 
The emphasis will be on your personal view of the book. 
Assignment 5havo
Make sure you are ready for a fifteen-minute programme about your books. The talk will be like a tv programme in which the books are discussed in detail.
All following assignments have to be dealt with during the presentation. Try to stick to this order as much as possible. Forgetting an assignment will have consequences for your mark. 
1. Give a brief summary of the story, paying attention to setting and plot
2. Explain the title
3. Describe the main character(s) in detail. Include his or her development in the course of the story. Do this with the help of at least two fragments
4. Read a (short,) meaningful passage from the book. Why did you choose this passage? Explain the context of the passage
5. Compare the second book to the first in the way you think best but do it 

extensively/thoroughly
6.
Would you recommend this book to other pupils? Why? Or why not. Use arguments to support your opinion
7.
Be prepared to answer questions that the teacher/pupils would like to ask
Presentation
- Try to speak in a natural way, try to tell your classmates about the book 
- A presentation is not reading out from a piece of paper and it is more than learning something by heart
- You are allowed to write down a few keywords, but writing out full sentences is out of the question   
- It might be a good idea to practise your presentation in front of a teacher or pupil
- Making use of PowerPoint, computer or other media is perfect, as long as it is done to support your talk
- When using media, you are responsible for booking the computer room, setting up the DVD and TV or any other device PRIOR TO your lesson
What will you be assessed on?
· First of all this assignment is about your knowledge on both books, so you will have to display your in-depth knowledge on the contents, the characters, the plot, key events, important passages and interesting aspects. Using the books in your discussion is a must!
· Secondly your mark depends on your presentation skills, how do you cope with strategies like avoiding silences, not knowing a specific word but still continuing, how do you involve the audience, how do you come across, what media do you use and how do you do that, etcetera. And last but not least: are you actually presenting or just stating a story you learnt by heart? Are you speaking in English about a subject you know a lot about and prepared well or are you reading out a paper you didn’t even write yourself?
· Thirdly your mark will be based on all English language aspects that come into play when talking: grammar, vocabulary, pronunciation and fluency.
· Last but not least being able to use imagination, humour and originality is a bonus.
